Fuse at                                                              
5 Amps.
YELLOW– Trigger Wire --------To change pa�erns, to cycle forward to the next pa�ern apply+12 volts to the 
YELLOW

Sync:

To sync two or more minibars, extend YELLOW wire 
to 

the +12 volts / posi�ve for more than 3 seconds, 
with 

the power off. Configure both minibars to display 
the 

same flash pa�ern. And then connect the YELLOW 
wire

Temporary Magne�c Moun�ng
